If referees follow the present rules and apply them on the rinks, if players and other persons 
involved in the game respect and understand the decisions, the time we have left until the coming 
in force of the new rules will be put to good use and the work done will help to soften the 
disciplinary “shock” brought by the new rules. 
 
Hoping that our “call” will be followed, for the best of Rink-Hockey sport, we wish you all the best
